Band to Play at Fleshood Eagle Court Of Honor

Scott Fleshhood, Trumpet will be receiving his Eagle Rank at a Court of Honor on Sunday, April 9 and the band has been asked to play prior to the ceremony.  We will play from 1:00 PM—1:30 PM with the Court of Honor immediately following.  THIS WILL TAKE THE PLACE OF REHEARSALS ON APRIL 9.  Please arrive by 12:30 PM so we can get set up.  If you would like to attend services — they begin at 10 AM.  


Location is Christ Presbyterian Church 7879 North Carroll Road, McCordsville.  The church is north of Pendleton Pike (SR 67) on Carroll Road (N 700 W) or County Line Road.  Currently Carroll Road is closed at the RR tracks on Pendleton Pike — Detour is posted. Hopefully it will be open by the 9th.

500 Mini Marathon

The band is once again part of the 120+ entertainment groups for the 35,000 runners of the largest  1/2 marathon race!  Our band’s website will be linked to the 500’s website: 500festival.com — we will also be listed in print media and other announcements related to the mini.


We anticipate that we will be located again this year in entertainment spot #1 — just beyond the start of the race.  The location is on Washington Street and Schumacher Way — just north of  Victory Field.  The last two years we were able to park in Victory Field’s parking lot and should be able to do so again this year.


The race is starting earlier again this year and we do not have a definite report time as yet — there is a meeting of all entertainment groups on Wednesday, April 19 and our representative will be attending.  


For planning ahead, the time last year was to report no later than 6:30 AM with the race starting at 7:30 AM.  The streets around the race course — particularly in the area we will be located will be shutting down to traffic early.  You will need to plan to approach Victory Field from the West rather than from the North or South or East.  The marshalling area for the 35,000 runners will be just south of Washington Street on West Street.


We will play CONTINUOUSLY as the runners and walkers go by — primarily playing Yankee Doodle / Grand Old Flag / This is My Country and Hogan’s Heroes. 


We should be finished by 9:30— 9:45 AM — make sure your parents have made arrangements for a meeting location as streets will probably still be closed to traffic.  Keep in mind if you don’t park at Victory Field be sure and park outside of the race course as the streets will remain closed after the runners have passed our location.


As time draws nearer and we have more definitive information we will pass that on through Calling Post message or by another abbreviated newsletter. 2006 Carolina / Georgia Tour — PLANS and Shakedown

As of this newsletter, we have 31 applications turned in for the 2006 Carolina / Georgia Tour with another seven (7) “I’m interested — but haven’t turned in an application yet.”  The “mix” of the band appears to be good and we should sound awesome as we travel east!  If you are still interested but have not turned in an application do so as quickly as possible — there are only 47 seats on the bus!

An email with updates on the tour went out this last week to those who have signed up and provided an email address.  Main items addressed included making sure ALL fees are paid by shakedown on May 7; Medical forms are on file with the band; if you don’t like caves or can’t climb stairs let us know BEFORE we make reservations at Mammoth Cave and if you have a roommate preference let us know.  Concerts and lodging are being set up — we will be playing a concert at the Biltmore Estate and USS Yorktown among others.  Other surprises are in store!


Shakedown will be held Sunday, May 7 from 12 Noon—5 PM at Camp Belzer—K Hut. This is where you will get your shirts, final information etc.  If for any reason you cannot make it to shakedown please let us know.

Herran Scholarship Offered for Tour

Ed Herran, an alumni of the band has again graciously offered a scholarship fund for the 2006 Tour.  He has placed the tour fee of $600.00 into the band’s account to assist a youth member [s] with their tour fees.  


Ed, who with his children, Erica, Nick and Andrew, was active with the band in the 1990’s  and attended many tours.  Ed relocated to the East coast and stays in touch with the band through the newsletter.  Remembering all the great experiences they had, particularly on tours, Ed has offered the scholarship to be used at the BBBC Board’s discretion to assist a YOUTH member the opportunity to go on tour.  
The youth member must attend rehearsals on a regular basis — show leadership and a long term commitment to the band.


The individual [s] and the amount awarded will be selected at the BBBC Board meeting on April 26.  Applications are available at both rehearsal sites.  Last year four youth members benefited from Ed’s generous support!

500 RACE Weekend

Race day is Sunday, May 28 and our friends from around the council, as well as Michigan, Pennsylvania and Wisconsin will be joining us for the weekend beginning Friday, May 26. Anyone from the band is invited (and encouraged) to come and join us as we host our visitors for the weekend.  We will have breakfast on Saturday and an evening meal on Saturday.  Lunch will be on your own.  Day activities will be varied as some will head downtown to watch the parade, others may want to stay back at camp and work on merit badges or other activities.


On race morning (Sunday) if you want to participate at the 500 RACE pre race pageant — you must be at Camp Belzer no later than 4:45 AM! We will be boarding buses and leaving camp to rendezvous with other bands that are participating in the pre-race show.  Belzer will be the only pick up and return location for the race.  Cost for the bus on race day is $20.00 per person.  This will also cover meals on Saturday if you are staying with us then.  NO PERSONAL VEHICLES ARE PERMITTED TO TRAVEL WITH THE BUSES AND TRUCK IN THE ESCORTED CARAVAN!  Buses will return to Camp Belzer approximately two (2) hours after the race is over.  In the past we have arrived around 4:30—5:00 PM.  HOWEVER this year the race is starting an hour later than in the past to accommodate TV for Daylight Savings Time, etc.  This also may mean an adjustment in the departure time from Belzer on Sunday.  Again, as the time gets nearer we will broadcast via Calling Post and possibly and abbreviated newsletter to get the word out.  We will also be updating at rehearsals each week.


A permission slip MUST be filled out for ALL participants and turned in prior to boarding the bus.  If you are NOT returning with the band after the race we must have a SIGNED statement from your parent/guardian or you will NOT be permitted to leave by yourself.  It is preferred that the person who is meeting you meets us in the bus parking area inside Gate 9A (Northwest Turn 4 area) after we finish performing.

Ways and Means — Pizza — Pies — Dome

Several money raising opportunities are available to help you earn money for tour or other Scouting activities (camp, uniforms, etc.).


Those that sold Pizza Pies have them in time to deliver before the NCAA Final Four games.  Money should be turned in at rehearsal on April 2 or at the Court of Honor on April 9.


Fruit Pie sheets are due now for delivery prior to Easter Sunday.  Pies are due to be delivered on April 14 and can be picked up at Schofield’s House anytime after they have arrived.  Money for fruit pie sales (and from the previous pie sale last Thanksgiving) is due at rehearsal on April 23 or 30.  


Try to get all your money collected from both sales and settle up with our treasurer, Keith Hartzog, so your account can be current before final bill for tour is due.


Those working the NCAA Final Four games — report time for Saturday, April 1 is 2 PM and for Monday, April 3 is 4:30 PM.  Please be sure and be in proper dress code and with a picture ID. These will be the last events of the current contract term.  The next event will be the Drum & Bugle Corps on July 8.
