There are another 10+ identified as interested, but are looking to see if the costs can be reduced since they have “multiple” members of the family wanting to attend.


At this point, the deposit fee of $100.00 and two payments of $600.00 should have been made to the treasurer.  If you have worked dome events, or sold pies, or salsa – these payments have been withdrawn from your band account.  The final two payments are due by the end of May.


We are looking at fund solicitations to former band members and business that could be used to reduce the cost of the trip for everyone, and we have several current and former members of the band working to secure reduced costs for airfare and “cargo” handling of the band equipment and luggage.


If you are even REMOTELY planning to join the tour July 28 – August 4, it is strongly recommended that you begin the process of obtaining a passport if you do not already have one.  Passport applications can be picked up and filed with any US Post Office.  Tour applications can be obtained from “Mr. Bill” at rehearsal, or thanks to Tom O’Nan our webmaster, you can get a tour application at the band’s website www.scoutband.com and mail it with the required deposit to the address indicated.
